THE ILSLEYS PRIMARY SCHOOL

It has been a wonderful return to school at The lisleys
and we have been delighted to have all our pupils
back after what has been a very difficult time for
everyone. The children have been amazing at
keeping their hands clean, the teachers have been
doing lots of cleaning but most importantly, we have
been able to get back to lots of good learning and
good fun together!

In Atlantic Class, pupils spent the first half of the term
learning about the Shang Dynasty, an Ancient
Chinese civilisation. They have particularly enjoyed
learning about how people at this time worshipped
their gods and the religious ceremonies that took
place. We have looked at a range of different artefacts
that were found in the Xiaotun dig and examined what
these tell us about life in China over three thousand
years ago. The children made their own oracle bones
from clay and wrote messages on them using
Chinese writing.

More recently, the pupils have started a new topic on
discrimination. We have thought carefully about how
different groups of people have been treated in the
past and how this has changed over time as well as
the issues that still surround equality now. The
children have written the most amazing diary entries
from the perspective of a West African slave and
these really show how mature our pupils are.

In Pacific Class, pupils have been learning all about
our oceans. They have particularly enjoyed learning
about different sea creatures and writing non-
chronological reports about them as well as creating
their own sea creatures, making them from clay and
writing descriptions of them! They have all been
working really hard and have helped Miss Page settle
into life at The lIsleys.

In Arctic Class, the pupils have been busy learning
about different houses and homes! They had a
brilliant village walk recently where they visited some
of their own homes and looked at how these were
similar and different. It has been lovely to welcome
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the new Reception pupils as well who have settled in
really well to school life.

We are now well and truly on the downhill slope to
Christmas but there is lots more to do! We are
planning to video our very own Christmas Nativity
(Hollywood, watch out!) as well as all our usual
festivities — Christmas lunch in our bubbles,
Christmas Jumper Day, Christmas Carousel Day and
Christmas parties! With all that hard work going on,
we will very much deserve our Christmas break this
year!
