7.3 Precept confirmation

It was agreed to set the budget and make a precept request for £ 9,510.68. The Clerk noted that this would mean a reduction to Council Tax Band D to £ 25.03 under the taxbase recalculation. Proposed RF, 2nd PJ

BL advised that Holnest PCC would be meeting the following week to discuss a follow up to the grant application for path improvements. This will be brought to the next meeting of the Parish Council. 

 8.     Planning matters

8.1 Applications update 

A summary of recent applications had been circulated to the Council. 

8.2 New applications to consider

P/VOC/2023/00014 Higher Stockbridge Farm, Land at Higher Stockbridge Farm Lillington DT9 6EP -Installation of a renewable energy scheme

The Chairman noted that the PC had objected to a prior application on the basis of its scale and proximity to adjacent properties. It was noted that this application was simply to permit an earlier start (winter working) to the scheme that had been approved by Dorset Council.

The Chairman pointed out that the scheme was consistent with National & Local planning policies. It was agreed that Longburton itself would not be affected by the scheme although it would be visible from the other villages. It was noted that the installer had made significant contributions to the local community in terms of a CIL contribution and a donation to Lillington Church. 

The PC Chairman Nigel Williams wished it to be noted that he was opposed to the proposal. The Parish Council agreed by a majority vote to support the proposal. 

P/FUL/2022/07072 Longburton Village Hall - Change of use and conversion of village hall to dwelling

P/LBC/2022/07073 Longburton Village Hall - Change of use and conversion of village hall to dwelling

Tom Gilchrist explained that the applications made in 2019 had expired due to Covid-19 delays and this required those applications to be re-submitted. 

It was agreed that the PC would await community reaction before making final comments before the due date (8th February).
	 
 9.     New Community Hall update
         
The Chairman noted that Cllr Williams of the Steering Group had provided an excellent update of progress towards completing the New Community Hall. 

Tom Gilchrist of the Steering Group provided further details:

· building work is substantively completed and there is just some tidying up to be carried out and this will be finalised by the end of January. The snagging period is likely to be between 6 to 9 months. Equipment is being obtained for table tennis and short mat bowls 

· the children’s play area will be completed in the next week or so; this will be owned and operated by the Parish Council and will require insurance cover and a weekly/monthly inspection regime

· the financial position remains tight but is sufficient to meet requirements; a committee comprising Parish Councillors, Steering Group members and others will need to be set-up to run the building for the first few months. JK noted that it was important that the committee includes residents of Wildwood Rise

· groups that formerly used the old village hall have gone elsewhere and need to be tempted back with incentives 

· car parking will have to be self-policed by residents and unauthorised parking will be dealt with by labels on windscreens and parking bollards may also be installed. 

· the Grand Opening of the New Community Hall is planned for Saturday 11th March at 10:30; it is planned that there will be a demonstration of activities including table tennis and short mat bowls on the day

The Parish Council unanimously agreed to support the plans for the management of the    NCH going forward and may need to hold an Extraordinary Meeting of the PC to finalise details at a later stage. Proposed PJ, 2nd JD.

10.   Highways & Maintenance issues in the Parish 

The Chairman noted issues relating to the positioning and rotation of the Speed Indicator Device had been resolved.
