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Parish Council News - Dawn Parker

Well it has definitely been a bit lonely in the Parish Council.....

Unfortunately, we did not have enough candidates to return a Parish Council in the May 4th
election. That has meant that the Parish Council was suspended (we could not meet or do an-
ything) and technically we had to hold (and pay Newark and Sherwood District Council for) an-
other election as per the notice put on HovWatch. This has now resulted in 4 people being
nominated and because this is less than the maximum of 7 places, we are automatically elect-
ed. So, your new Parish Councillors will be: Jo Rooney, Andy Ball, Pete Rooney and me
(Dawn Parker). There is one further candidate who has indicated they are happy to join the
Parish Council and we hope will be co-opted as a Parish Councillor. This leaves at least two
further places.

It is really important that:

we have a quorum at meetings - the quorum is 3 councillors who are physically present
(remote attendance was only allowed during Covid). So, having 6 or 7 people means that if
someone is away with work or on holiday or ill, we still have enough people left to have a quor-
um at meetings and make decisions and authorise payments;

there are enough members of the Parish Council to share the workload. Currently we all work
full-time so a full seven person Parish Council would really help; and

we have new people, new ideas, fresh skills and fresh approaches and that the PC is repre-
sentative of the village and all sections of it.

The only qualification to being a Parish Councillor — apart from being an adult and living or
working in Hoveringham or near to it, is a willingness to learn and to work positively with your
fellow councillors. You do not have to be asked and you don’t need to have lived here for any
particular length of time. A lot of our community resources and initiatives involve the Parish
Council so it is central to maintaining the thriving village community we have previously always
enjoyed in Hoveringham. Please do not wait to be asked but consider if you can help. Please
get in touch — either to talk through any questions or to put yourselves forward. At this stage
there would not be an election, but the process would be ask to be co-opted as a Parish Coun-
cillor at the Parish Council meeting.
