
EAGLES FC – Social Media Policy

Use of Social Media by Members
A small number of people; such as committee members, are authorised to speak on behalf of EAGLES FC however most of us will speak not on behalf of; but about EAGLES FC in club forms, both private and public. As members we are all part of the conversation. Social media is of great benefit to us as individuals and to EAGLES FC– we’re all using social media such as Facebook and Twitter to keep in touch and find out what’s going on. There are a few things to keep in mind to ensure that we always apply common sense in our use of social media:

Codes of conduct
EAGLES FC requires that we all treat each other with respect and not engage in actions which would bring the club into disrepute – this includes how we conduct ourselves in all our activities with the club, including social media and networking. Have fun, share the spirit of EAGLES FC but be respectful online just as you would be in person.

Do's and Don'ts before posting / interacting on Social Media

Think twice before posting. If you wouldn't want your employer, parents, friends, colleagues or future employer to see your post, don't post it.
Be respectful. Be positive. Treat others the way you would like to be treated.
Remember many different audiences will see your posts including club members, potential members, children, members’ relatives and friends.
Be professional and polite.
Avoid posting inflammatory, extraneous, objectionable or off-topic messages that may provoke others into an emotional response (trolling/flaming). Avoid topics that may be controversial, like politics and religion. Don't post anything that you wouldn’t say openly in a workplace such as comments about drug use, profanity, off-colour or sexual humour, ethnic slurs, or personal insults.
Be in the right state of mind when you make a post. Don't post when you're angry, upset, or your judgment is impaired in any way. Remember, the Internet is permanent! 
Remember that EAGLES FC reserve the right to remove any post or comment without warning or notice, when able to do so. If responding to comments on social media, stay calm and use your common sense 
Remember you should not share photos of under-18s without first getting parental consent. 

Members must not divulge any confidential information or information belonging to EAGLES FC which is not in the public domain or expand upon such information already available in the public domain.

Any photographs of EAGLES FC in club garments must not be used to harass, intimidate,victimise or bring the club into disrepute.

If any members disclose that they are attached to EAGLES FC then it must be made absolutely clear that any views expressed do not represent the official position of EAGLES FC but are the views of the individual.

Members must not display offensive images or make offensive comments, or in any way harass, intimidate, bully, victimise or discriminate against other members.
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
