PLANNING MATTERS
To discuss the following planning applications as received and distributed:

13/01844/FUL
New Farm, London Road, Irelands Cross - Erection of extension to existing agricultural building to provide cattle accommodation and storage - After extensive discussion - Resolved to object on the ground that the application should not have been validated at this stage and the neighbouring Parish Council in Staffordshire which is the neighbouring land owner of public open space within Shropshire has not been consulted and given opportunity to comment. The decision should be delayed to give time to be circulated to all interested parties and Woore Parish Council to be recirculated at a later date

Toll Gate Cottage, Pipe Gate - Erection of two single storey extensions to existing domestic garage; installation of entrance gates and boundary wall treatment - Resolved to support the application; only concern expressed was the lack of information in the application regarding boundary wall treatment
