TPO application - T18 Beech - maximum 33% crown reduction (to reduce failure risk due to main stem decay) T16 Sycamore - reduce lowest branches overhanging highway on south side of crown to approximately in line with the site boundary and blend shape to upper crown. (to reduce loading on overextended lateral branch and to clear BT cables) T12 Ash - Coppice (tree is in declining health with multiple defects, decay pockets and deadwood) T11 Sycamore - Coppice (to reduce risk of damage to adjacent retaining wall) T10 Beech - maximum 33% crown reduction (to address tip dieback and manage with reduced crown due to basal wound/possible fungal infection) T9 Sycamore - remove 2 lowest branches over highway/BT cables (to prevent highway and BT cable conflict)
