TENNIS COURT FUNDRATISER

delighted to have raised £730 which will go
towards the next refurbishment of the court in a
few years’ time.

A big decision is coming up next month about how
to fund the facilities we know and love in West
lIsley — and the parish council wants everyone to
have a say. You only have to look at the village
hall and the church to get an inkling of how much
money’'s going to be needed. There's also the
recreation ground, the tennis court, the play area,
the pond, the gazebo and the war memorial, and
other commitments besides.

The bills will run into tens of thousands of pounds
over the next few years. But the parish council’'s
precept - the part of the council tax that we spend
in West llsley - is only just over £2,500 a year.

So we face a choice as a village. Do we keep
relying on the excellent work of relatively few
fund-raisers and expect them to pull off one
miracle after another? Or do we spread the load
by putting up the precept?

At its November meeting, the parish council
adopted a proposal which was supported by most
of the people who attended. It calls for the precept
to be raised by about £1 per household per week.
This would provide something like £10,000 a year
to be spent wherever it was needed most, on top
of the money from fund-raising social events. It
would also allow us to apply for grants on the
basis that we could provide matching funds.

We understand that not everyone will welcome
the idea of paying £1 a week. But we've kept the
precept frozen for seven years and let the various
groups and clubs in the village get on with funding
themselves. Unfortunately, we don’t think we can
go on doing this. The scale of the repairs means
that far more will be going out than coming in
unless we do something about it now. Our precept
is smaller than other villages’ and we think it's
time to put the balance right.

Today marks the start of a debate that will come
to a head at next month’s parish council meeting.
Emails and leaflets will go round with more detail,
and we hope that everyone with a view will
express it by emailing Alison Banks, the parish
secretary, at alison@poplars.org.uk or by writing
to her at The Poplars, Main Street. Your views will
be taken into account as we finalise our




proposals. You'd also be most welcome to attend
the meeting where the decision will be taken. It's
at 7.30pm in the village hall on January 13.
