Thankfully for we non-farmers in the village, we have
had a prolonged dry spell during April and the
groundwater level has steadily dropped throughout the
month. The Malthouse well reading now stands at
about 6.4 metres (approximately 21 feet) below ground
level which means that it has decreased by around 1.94
metres (approximately 6.3 feet) during April. The good
news is that unless we have a major monsoon the
ground water should continue its steady decrease until
the late Autumn.
