Matters Arising from Minutes.

The Enforcement Officer for SBC had been contacted again by the PC expressing their concerns regarding new tenants living above The Tractor Shed, Provender Lane.  The Enforcement Officer advised that they had visited the premises and the owner Mr. Albert Connors would now face prosecution.
The refrigerator that was  left outside the Trefoil has now been removed.

Parish Maintenance Scheme.


Hand held litter pickers had been delivered from SBC.

A litter bin had been delivered to the sports ground from SBC.

An Automated External Defibrillator (AED) is to be purchased as a joint venture with the Village Hall and 
will be displayed on the wall outside the Village Hall for which a case must also be purchased. A grant of 
£600.00 has also been received from Cllr. Mike Whiting and Cllr. Lloyd Bowen (i.e. £300 each Councillor).  


An AED is a portable electronic device that automatically diagnoses the life-threatening cardiac arrhythmias 
of ventricular fibrillation and ventricular tachycardia in a patient, and is able to treat them through 



de-fibrillation, the application of electrical therapy which stops the arrhythmia, allowing the heart to


 re-establish an effective rhythm. If a suspected heart attack is taking place 999 should be contacted and they 
will give the code to unlock the device to be used whilst awaiting an ambulance.  The AED gives instructions 
as  it is used. A grant of £600.00 has also been received from Cllr. Mike Whiting and Cllr. Lloyd Bowen (i.e. 
£300 each Councillor).  The maximum amount for both the Parish Council and Village Hall to contribute is 
£600 each.  The Chairman suggested the device should be insured and that a public training session should be 
held when the AED is installed.

A request has been made to Legal & General to spray the ragwort at the Old Wyevale Nursery.


Oliver Doubleday is to be contracted again as there is no improvement to the flooding in Provender Lane.
