1. Apologies accepted:  A Brown, L Delafield Cook 		Apologies Received: MDDC Cllr G Westcott
2. Declarations of interest – I Hall Item 8b
3. Minutes of the meeting held 17/05/2023 were unanimously approved and were signed as a true and correct record by the Chair H Corcoran.
4. Councillor Vacancies – Michael Coates was proposed by M Williams and seconded by D Southward and unanimously elected to fill a vacancy on the Parish Council for Huntsham.
Ian Hall was proposed by A Hoskins and seconded by J Gabb and unanimously elected to fill the vacancy for Clayhanger.
Declarations of acceptance of office forms were signed in the presence of the Clerk.
There are still two vacancies in Huntsham following the elections in May.
5. Election of Vice Chair – R Maltby proposed by M Williams and seconded by H Bainbridge and unanimously elected.
6. Financial Regulations – It was agreed to adopt the latest model Financial Regulations. The Clerk to make any adjustments to them to reflect the size of the precept and the monies held by the Council, and present them for approval at the next meeting.
7. Matters Outstanding
a. Chimney Down S106 – After a discussion it was decided that the Parish Council would hold a working group meeting open to the public to consult and receive ideas about the use of the S106 money available for the betterment of Chimney Down. Advertising through the Parish Magazine, Facebook, noticeboards, village halls etc to take place to encourage members of the public to attend. The date planned is Wednesday 4th October at 7pm at Hockworthy Village Hall. 
b. Parish Paths Partnership (P3) – The Clerk reported that the recently erected bridleway sign on Hockworthy Bridleway No. 4 at the junction with Hole Farm had been badly damaged. No information on how this had occurred was available. Clerk will report.
Mid Devon District Council is organising a walking festival for next year in September 2024. It was agreed that the Clerk will contact MDDC to express interest in being involved.
c. Huntsham Noticeboard – a quote had been circulated to purchase a new noticeboard to be situated in the bus shelter in Huntsham for £273.60 (incl VAT). M Williams proposed and R Maltby seconded and it was unanimously agreed to proceed with the purchase. M Williams reported that someone was willing to remove the old noticeboard but not dispose of it as it is Parish Council property.
d. Benches for Clayhanger and Huntsham – a discussion was held on the siting of the benches for Huntsham and Clayhanger and the suitability of locations which is still to be decided. Roadside applications would need to be made to Devon County Council and then approved by the Neighbourhood Highways Officer.

c. Bank reconciliation 30th June 2023 – had been circulated. M Williams checked it against the bank statements and signed the prepared reconciliation. 

10. Police reports – It was agreed that J Gabb to be the Councillor to observe the police on patrol. A report for the area from the police for the last 6 months included 1 blocked road, 1 non injury collision, 1 civil dispute and 1 first aid incident. At the suggestion of H Bainbridge it is planned that the Police lead for Crime Prevention for MDDC area will come to the September meeting to talk about Watch Schemes and Crime Prevention. Devon and Cornwall Police Alerts posted on council’s Facebook page. 
11. District and County Councillors’ Reports – Devon County Councillor Ray Radford was in attendance and had submitted his report which had been circulated.
12. Defibrillator Grant Funding – Hockworthy Village Hall has indicated the intention to apply for Government funding to assist with the provision of a defibrillator for Hockworthy. No request has been received for support from the parish Council at present.
13. Training – Five Councillors attended the training event organised by Bampton Town Council. Cllrs H & T Bainbridge, H Corcoran, D Southward and M Williams attended and reported that it was an excellent opportunity. Further training opportunities are available delivered by DALC remotely, the Clerk will inform Councillors.
14. Correspondence – none
15. Clerk’s report – Following the submission of the AGAR an acknowledgement of exempt status had been received. The VAT reclaim for the year 2022/23 had been submitted.
16. Councillors’ reports - M Williams reported that the heritage signpost at Dog Down Cross had been broken and was now missing, it was thought that someone had removed it to keep it safe.
