The Parish council voted to object to the application for the following reasons;
The parish council considered that the application failed to meet functionality and financial viability tests. 
The applicant showed a profit in his accounts however the Parish Council was not certain that the business was likely to remain financially sound going forward and felt that the District council should scrutinize the accounts more fully.
They also do not believe the applicant has demonstrated a functional need for a full time worker to live on site, as the business is a small poultry operation held on a small 12 acre plot.
And finally they felt that the application did not meet the “Development in Open Countryside” criteria,
