Cheveral Wood Park Leys Averham Park Walk No 3 5
4.8 miles 1.75 hrs.

This walk starts by parking the car on the wide grass verge on \
the lane opposite to Spring Wood Farm. (farm house now
demolished and a new property built) Take the bridleway on
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this well signed path. As you leave Cherveral Wood there are W ; e
fine views over the Trent Valley. The path drops down to- sou "'Ic_.u'_ s
wards Park Leys. Turn left when you meet the road. Tum P c'__f'h

right on the marked path and follow this back towards the L ay g

farm. Round the edge of the farm on clearly marked paths. At
the way marker turn right through a narrow wood. Continue
straight ahead, farm buildmgs on your left. The path contin-
ues across the fields and tum right below Muskham Wood-
house farm. A well marked paths lead to Averham Park..
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A shorter walk can be made using this footpath
and missing out Park Leys and Muskham
Woodhouse.

This walk is 2.75 miles
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Turn right when you reach the houses and then left
down the path to the kissing gate. Right through
the nextkissing gate. Left and follow the field
boundary.
Follow the path straight on where the other path
turns left. In the bottom of the field is a footbridge
over a ditch. Follow the way markers back to the
main A617. Tum right over the stile and up the
road to the start.
s Can be muddy through Cherveral Wood and from
" Park Leys to Muskham Woodhouse.

A lovely walk well worth the effort.
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
