a) Trenport Land Cliffe –No Planning submission yet. There is a risk of this site being added to approved 
sites in the Local Plan because of removal elsewhere. 

b) Simpkins- MC/19/2836 (MC/16/3742) Remaining reserved matters (appearance, landscaping, layout, 
and scale for the 50 Retirement homes (approved on appeal at outline stage) refused by Medway 
Planning – appeal to be decided on written representations – awaiting update. (St Helens Meadow). A 
further application received on the site MC/21/3380 Outline application with some matters 
reserved (appearance, landscaping, layout and scale) for construction of nine detached houses  

c) MC/21/1287 Redrow(Gladmans) site West of Town Road – Changes have been made following 
representations – 138 Private/48 Affordable, 184 Total (was up to 225), 3 Storey reduced to 2.5, no 
pedestrian access through Ladyclose/Mortimers. 

d) Esquire- MC/21/1694 (Orchard) South of View Road – No further information or date for decision. 
e) Draft Medway Local Plan – awaiting update as publication of Draft and Public Consultation has been 

postponed to late February 2022.
