The meeting started with a minute’s silence to remember Peter Cope, former Huntsham Councillor and Chairman of Borden Gate Parish Council, who had recently passed away.

2. Declarations of interest – H Corcoran Item 6e
3. Minutes of the meeting held 23/11/2022 were unanimously approved and were signed as a true and correct record by the Chairman H Bainbridge. It was proposed and seconded and the minutes of the meeting held on 12/01/2023 were approved and signed by the Chair.
4. Matters Outstanding 
a. Chimney Down & S106 – The Land Mark Tree (Silver Birch) from Devon Wildlife Trust will be arriving shortly. It was agreed that the Clerk will arrange protection for the specimen as economically as possible and it is hoped that volunteers will assist.

c. Bank reconciliation 31st December 2022 – Balance at Bank £9,982.41, noted.
d. Mid Devon Mobility - a request of support for the work of Mid Devon Mobility had been received. It was proposed by H Corcoran and seconded by D Southward to donate £50 and this was approved.
e. Internal Auditor for 2022/23 – A Hoskins proposed and T Bainbridge seconded to appoint Mr D Goodall as the internal auditor for the year for a fee of £75 and this was approved.
7. Coronation & Commemorations – the schedule for the upcoming coronation of King Charles III on 6th May has been announced. Following the Coronation on the Saturday, communities are being encouraged to get together on the Sunday for The Big Lunch and on the Bank Holiday Monday community volunteering with The Big Help Out. Councillors reported that each of the villages are planning events in the form of a bring and share or street parties, which will entail possible road closures. Details of commemorative Coronation mugs was circulated at the meeting. It was noted that the Platinum Jubilee mugs had proved popular and it was thought a similar quantity should be ordered for the Coronation. A decision will be taken at the meeting in March. There are no plans to light beacons for the Coronation, however there are plans for a Beacon Lighting event in 2024 to mark the 80th Anniversary of the D-Day Landings.
8. Police reports – email alerts posted on Facebook. It was reported that thefts from farms had occurred in nearby Waterrow.
9. District and County Councillors’ Reports – MDDC Cllr J Norton reported that the two planning applications discussed at the extraordinary meeting had been called in and would go to the planning committee in April for consideration. Due to the upcoming elections council activity has been quiet. Cllr Norton offered to relay the comment made that the Council’s offices were often inconveniently closed. 
10. Correspondence – the Clerk had received correspondence complaining that the Parish Council’s decision at the extraordinary meeting held on 12th January had not been submitted to MDDC. The Clerk has responded and explained how the full decision and comment submitted to Mid Devon District Council on 13th January can be accessed on the Planning Portal.
11. Clerk’s report – The Clerk had reported to DCC several road and traffic issues including pot holes, missing sign post and standing water near South Hele and work will be undertaken to clear the easement. 
12. Councillors’ reports -  Items for future agenda: Clayhanger defibrillator, S106 nature trail.
