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5317 Urgent Items

drivers of fly-tipping which had been established by the National Fly-tipping Prevention Group. It was
suggested that greater use should be made of the power to crush offenders’ vehicles. It was noted that
fly-tipping in France is not an issue and that waste disposal sites are easily accessible and are free.
