1. APOLOGIES FOR ABSENCE: M. Bell , M/s L Richardson, D. C. Pattison
2. DECLARATIONS OF INTEREST: Mrs A. Savory declared an interest on topics relating to Weardale Area Action Partnership , and took no part in the discussions. Mrs J. Henderson also declared an interest on the same basis, and topics , both being members of WAAP
3. POLICE REPORT: No statistics to hand.
4. MINUTES OF  MEETING HELD 12TH JULY 2016 , agreed and signed as a true record.
5. MATTERS ARISING : Angate Toilets e mail Mrs. O’Donnell Durham C.C. noted and left “ on the table”
David & Jennie Henderson Westgate re toilet facilities Wolsingham, comments noted with interest.
A recent application to fell a tree in Uppertown had been refused, in the recent high winds a large bough had broken off, can the planning authority please look at this tree again? DM/16/00333/TPO

Willows playground, meeting is still to be arranged, clerk to contact, DCC , Police & H. Pants to arrange a suitable date .

Cllr. Anita Savory would be utilising her neighbourhood budget  in providing new benches and picnic table, to encourage more people to use the park.

The Chair was also looking forward to having some play equipment installed.
6. CORRESPONDENCE:
Wolsingham P.C.C. Church Clock repairs , not agreed to fund.
7. RECREATION GROUND:  Because of the popularity of the play area and the good weather this summer , there has been an increase of visitors , unfortunately there has also been an increase in litter , agreed to increase litter picks to three per week for the summer holiday season ( July/ August)
Also to remind footballers and any other users of the park to pick up litter after them, when footballers at home to display parking permits
A site visit of council owned amenities to be arranged for Tuesday 20th September 6.00 pm St. Anne’s Centre

A group of travellers had set up camp in the park following the departure of the show folk, on Tuesday 6th September and left Friday 9th September. This event had created quite a bit of upset for certain residents and it may well be a pre cursor to it happening in coming years unless something can be done. The police had been involved from the start but there is very little they can do , once they enter the park, as trespass is not a criminal offence, but a civil matter and it could take upwards of a month to obtain a court injunction to have them evicted. No doubt further discussions and a plan will be debated and discussed to try and stop any future incursions.

A good deal of time and effort had been spent on replacing fixings to the children’s swings, some one has a tool and is continually loosening the nuts and making the swings unsafe. Any one seen in the area acting suspiciously will be cautioned. 
8. ST. ANNE’S CENTRE: 
9. ALLOTMENTS    2016 winners Mr. A. Coutts , Mr. & Mrs. Monkley.
Jane Ayre , 4, Mill Isle had contacted the clerk requesting access to the allotment adjacent to her house , to excavate and make good a problem they are having with damp, as the allotment ground is higher than their damp proof course. The plan is to remove the top soil and lay paving slabs around the perimeter. As long as the work is not being done using earth moving equipment agreed to request.
10. TOWN HALL: 
Replacement windows, work to commence October for three weeks, a meeting is being arranged with the Conservation Officer, DCC and Joy Orr to agree to the condition on material style and methodology .
A reply had been received from the loss adjuster Cunningham & Lyndsay who would recommend to the insurers a payment of £3369  for the repair to the clock. Weardale Area Action Partnership had agreed a contribution of £1500, which left a balance of £1800 to fund. Agreed to fund from reserves.
There would be a 5/6 week lead time , clerk to confirm order.

The installation of an air conditioning unit would cost in the region of £3000 , agreed to install next year and include in the budget/precept,2017/18.

Investigations had been made as to the costing of sand blasting the Town Hall, this estimate would be £5000 for scaffolding and £5000 for the work with an on cost for remedial works of £2000. This was not agreed to. 
11. MARKET PLACE: A complaint had been received regarding the litter left in certain places, clerk had arranged for DCC to clear.
12. ANGATE STREET TOILETS : The toilets had been open show weekend and only closed early on Saturday evening
13. DEMESNE MILL: Upwards  of 8000 dog bags  had been used in  two months. This was thought to be an expensive waste of money and unsustainable, agreed to have dispenser unit removed.
The area where the black thorn had been removed needed some attention, clerk to arrange to have the area strimmed and request some wild flower seeds from DCC.
14. THORNLEY WOOD Work was progressing, the trees and stakes had been ordered and two dates in November & December had been arranged for the planting.
A  S.184 agreement had been agreed with DCC Highways to create a small car park at the site for 3 – 4 vehicles.. Simon Makepeace was an approved contractor for such work and had been asked to submit estimates of the cost of the work, and also costings for the erection of a post and netting fence (97 metres) to make the site stock proof.
An adjacent landowner had also agreed to graze the area with two ponies.
15. FOOTPATHS : Work was progressing with the Trodbeck river and works to the path behind Uppertown would be monitored to have reinstated as before.
