DBS checks

Those working directly with children and young people on a 
regular basis must have an adequate ‘enhanced’ DBS check in 
place. This applies to volunteers and paid staff. We support with 
the entire process including applying for a DBS check, ID checking 
and one-to-one support with the online system if required.

As a team, we are able to provide suitable training information and 
opportunities to voluntary groups specifically aimed at Youth and 
Play provision.
