Matters Arising 

5.1
The Chairman advised that the clerk’s hours should be increased in view of the additional responsibilities.  The clerk left the room whilst this was discussed.  It was agreed to increase her hours by 10 per month on a temporary basis with a review annually.

Parish Grant Scheme

6.1
It was noted that the parish grant for footway lighting new limit is capped at £250.00

The two representatives of Norton Sports Club advised the parish council that they were anxious to commence with the roof and cladding to the sports club to
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be able to complete the works for the commencement of the cricket season on 5th May. They reported that they had enough people within the club who had volunteered their time to help erect the roof timbers and fix the cladding.  It was agreed by the parish council to release the funds to the Trustee chairman Mr.P.Lecamp and Mr.R.Cox with the condition made by Mr.Trim that should the project not be completed within the time scale the monies are to be returned to the parish council who in turn will return it to SBC. This was agreed by the rest of the committee.  Mrs. Steel commented that the present clubhouse was an eyesore and that the roof and cladding would make a vast improvement to the area.

It was noted that Norton Sports Club been added to the site pages of the Parish council web site.

It was noted that a complaint had been received from Mr.Graeme Sergeant of Buckland

with reference to Norton Sports Club receiving such funds.

KCC had been out to inspect the possibility of placing the Parish Notice Board next to the post box in Lewson Street. However they advised that this was not possible as there is no verge or footway along Lewson Street to accommodate the sign.  The sign would have to be on private land subject to a safe area for the public to view.  Councillors agreed that the notice board should stay at its present location i.e. the entrance to the Sports Ground
