5. ANNUAL REPORT BY THE CHAIRMAN
Highlights:
· Nov 11 Centenary – congratulations and thanks were expressed to Dan Barton for his fantastic work.

· January meeting with Cllr Yvonne Constance re concerns over traffic and conditions of B4449, a very impressive turnout of over 110 residents and improvement progressing.
· Car Park entrance – the work on the entrance was complete – we have repeatedly requested the work on the road would be completed asap. The effectiveness of this improvement will be reassessed if and when the Butts Piece money comes to fruition.
· Litterpicks – thanks were expressed to Steve Tuck for organizing a number of monthly litter picks.
· Vast improvement in the village thanks to the maintenance team; Mick Hill, John Woodward and Robin Smith, led by Matthew Judson.

· Thanks to Joe Deane for producing the Village Voice throughout the year.

· Thanks to Jose Eaton for ensuring the smooth running of the Cemetery.

· PC continues to maintain a low precept, £20k this year (previous years have been £19k, £18.5k and £18k)

6. INFORMATIVE SPEAKERS
Rachel Crouch, Headteacher - Stanton Harcourt Primary School  
Rachel provided information regarding exciting things currently happening at the school:

· The school has grown to 121 pupils - with the highest number of pupils due to join in September 2019.
· Two teachers travelled to Uganda; the school has raised £900 (50% of the £1800 target) to fund solar panels for the school to provide electricity for borders at the school.
· The new housing developments will result in the school receiving funding for 1 pupil per 4 new houses.  A new classroom building will start when the funding is available on completion of the new houses.
· RC was asked whether the children would continue to use the Village Hall and was told that the school value access to this wonderful facility as there was no space to build such a large space within the school
Paul Wilson - Group Manager Area Operation, Oxfordshire County Council
Paul welcomed questions from the floor regarding any road issues.  The process for reducing the speed limit to 20mph was explained and discussed.
7. PUBLIC MATTERS
CM opened to meeting to the floor welcoming any matters:

Village Shop: A discussion also took place regarding the possibility of a community shop.  CM suggested that the best way to proceed was to form a committee which could progress reviewing the provision of all services, shop, café, post office and news agent – Steve Tuck will lead the committee with Colin Wells and Gill Sellars. It was also agreed to hold an Open meeting on a Saturday afternoon to engage the members of the parish. 
Village Exhibition: It was suggested that a Village Exhibition be held at which community groups could hold a table to promote their activities to residents.  The idea was welcomed by the PC – an appeal for a volunteer to organize would be published in Village Voice.
The Chairman thanked those present for their contribution and reiterated that the Parish Council welcomed contributions/suggestions for enhancing the facilities in the village.
