Nottinghamshire County Council intends to step in to save bus services which operators have decided are no longer
profitable. These services would otherwise have been reduced or withdrawn by operators for commercial reasons, but
will now continue in their current form: Marshalls 37 - Retford, East Markham, Tuxford, Sutton on Trent, Muskham,
Newark (service would otherwise be withdrawn).

The County Council's financial support for these services as part of its Bus Network Review is being agreed with the
commercial operators and for the time being, passengers won't see any difference in route or timetables, although the
services may be subject to redesign and review over the next 12 months. Please use this service, this vital transport link
