
GEORGE WRAGG
“George Wragg was brother to Arthur and also served in the First World War. He lived in the top house on Rice Hill, now demolished. He later followed in his wife’s family tradition and became landlord of the “Fox and Hounds” inn.
 Like his father before him, and his sons to follow, he was a bricklayer by trade. 
He was known best during his heyday when he and his wife ran a smallholding at the old Church Glebe Farm, now known as “Littlemoor” where Mr. and Mr John Briggs reside at present……………
………………….In old age he returned to Rice Hill and lived in the row of houses which were demolished to make way for “Hedgelands” bungalow.
 He is buried in Kirton Churchyard in front of the East window, not many feet from his brother-in-law’s grave.
 At this moment in time, eighty years on, he leaves a large number of descendants in the area, including the Wraggs, the Harwoods, the Willises 
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
