Mr. Laurence Young of Faversham Enterprise Partnership has confirmed that a request has been made to KCC that the walking route be amended to include Lewson Street and Norton Lane.

Parish Maintenance Scheme.


The large pot hole reported at Buckland has been completed.

KHS advised that trimming of overgrown shrubbery on the A2 between Teynham and Faversham is due to commence in September.


The ‘Give Way’ sign in Norton Lane has been replaced.


The ‘Norton’ sign on the corner of Tickham Lane has been replaced.

Norton Sports Club has been contacted by the Parish Council regarding the poor condition of the ‘dug outs’.  The Chairman has advised that they will be upgraded by mid September.  At the request of the Parish Council the colour will be green to be more in keeping with the environment.
