Parish maintenance Update.

Savills had been contacted three times requesting the removal of brick rubble that had been tipped at the 
old entrance to the nursery site in Norton Road.   No response had been received.

Fly tipping of  the brick rubble at the old nursery site was reported to SBC  Ref:- 10698445 (now removed)

Savills, KCC & Norton Garage had been contacted regarding cars parked on the grass verge A2 / Inactive  
old nursery site but no response had been received from Savills or Norton Garage. KCC advised they are 
unable to act as it is private land and not causing any highway obstruction.

Natural England and Savills had been contacted regarding the ragwort at The Old Nursery Site which again 
had not been treated this year. Natural England replied with a complaint form which they advised was 
filled in and returned by the Parish Council. There had been no response from Savills.



Mr. Hugh Boucher and KCC had been contacted regarding flooding in the road outside Robert Boucher & 
Sons’ orchard in Provender Lane leading to the church. The problem had been reported to KCC (fault 
reference 588426). The PC agreed that the clerk should contact SBC for an update as no information to 
rectify the fault in the height of the road which was causing the problem had been forthcoming.

SBC had cut the banks in front of Nos 5 & 6 The Trefoil, Provender Lane, Norton. The residents of No 6 
have advised SBC that they do not want their bank cut in the future.

Norton Lane was closed for one day on 1st September to enable restoration of customers services to be 
carried out by Openreach.
