MALTHOUSE WELL UPDATE

As usual the Malthouse well reading has been
dropping steadily since May this year and reached
its lowest point (approx. 19.5m / 64ft) in the first
week of November. Since then it has risen to 17.70
metres (approx. 58ft) below ground level. Typically
the well reaches its lowest point towards the end of
December, but this year it happened a few weeks
earlier than usual. This is due to the very damp
Autumn we have had. From the beginning of
September, according to the two on-line village rain
gauges at Knollend Down and Tanglewood, we have
had about 280mm rain. This is more rain than
average for this time of year, but not exceptionally
so.

If any car washers and dog owners amongst us want
to find out if we are due any rain before they go out,
there is an accurate on-line live rain radar map
https://www.meteoradar.co.uk/expected-rainfall
which shows the actual rain we are due in the next 3
hours.

UPDATE FROM
COUNCILLOR CAROLYNE CULVER

The footpath is now open again and | want to thank
the neighbouring resident for his incredible patience
and the West Berkshire Council officer who led
efforts to resolve the matter.

West Berkshire Council’s draft environment strategy
(including measures to make the district carbon
neutral) will be published in the new year and there
will be a six week period of public consultation.

In January (date tbc) there will be a public
consultation event about the future of the
Pirbright/Animal Institute site in Compton, and the
owners of the site intend to submit a planning
application at the end of February. The application
could be for 250 homes — a significant increase in
the size of Compton, and potentially a significant
impact on the schools, doctors’ surgery, road
network etc.
