Matters Arising from Minutes.

Enforcement Officer at SBC to serve Planning Contravention Notice on tenants in flats at G&O Mowers and the owner Mr. Albert Connors. This is a legal document and in the form of a questionnaire that must be answered truthfully within 21 days.  This can lead to prosecution for deliberate inaccuracy or not responding. 

Cllr. Andrew Bowles had been reminded about the 'Unsuitable for Heavy Vehicles' signs for Provender Lane. 
Cllr.Whiting had attended the Pop-In on 1st  Sept. and offered to 're-remind' him.

The AED and Cabinet had been received and installed on the outside of the Village Hall.  A meeting had 
been arranged in the Village Hall, 1st October with Mr Scott Montgomery, for him to explain the use of, and 
how to access , the AED. Councillors agreed to distribute fliers round the village to publicise the  event. It 
was hoped that some 'hands on' training sessions could be arranged as a follow up.

Parish Maintenance Scheme.

The litter bin, delivered to the sports ground from SBC, was not being emptied. Cllrs Cox & Trim had both  
contacted SBC.  Responsibility for this had changed and the new responsible person had now been informed.


Legal & General had Sprayed the Ragwort at the Nursery Site. Cllr. Cox reported that the Hedgerow along 
Norton Lane on the nursery Site was in bad order. One tree had recently fallen across the road and others 
were in a poor state and could follow suit. L & G to be advised and requested to rectify. Cllr. Cox listed 
several 
other matters for action.


The pile of rubble was still in place outside the filling station. As it is on private land the council had no 
means of  forcing removal. Continued requests to the owner was the only action possible.


No progress had been made regarding flooding of Provender Lane. Cllr. Boucher to contact Mr. Oliver 
Doubleday regarding this.
