Having decided which matches to be considered for, the
member clicks on the first link in their personalised email
which now brings up this display—

As you can see the information about each match is
displayed and all each member has to do is to select the
box at the start of each match shown.

Here is a close up of the above after the member,
Christine, has selected the Woodley match -

After clicking her choices, she then clicks on the ‘send
selection to Captain’ button.

The system now comes straight back with this display -

The system will also send a confirmation email which has
the same display.

Eventually, the captain of the day will choose who is going
to be part of the team for this match, by selecting from the
names who selected ‘on line’ and those added to the
sheet pinned up at the club house.

The captain fills in his/her selection sheet and the system will
automatically email the sheet to all league members when
the Captain finishes.
