3. Minutes of the last meeting  ( taken as read)
4. Finance Statement –Receipts –Eon (£24) NSDC precept (£5932.50) Payments-NSDC dog bins (£218) M Clifford services church yard and grass cutting (£104) M Clifford services chapel field grass cutting (£159). Western power -disconnect power supply (£576.89) R Duffy –Village website (£65) Ashlar -Village Hall painting-(£1339.20) of which the Village Hall will repay us (£1116.00), the remaining (£223.20) is VAT which the PC can claim back.
5. Planning
15/00635/FUL Fishing lake Gonalston lane, signage – Roger Jackson to be asked to check if they are in breach of regulations with regarding their signs, there is a possibility of an application to place lodges on the site, which comes under Lowdham parish.
6. Chapel Field: ongoing, progress was being made, but an in depth report was not possible as HN was absent
7. Village Hall:-has recently had its AGM and is now financially solvent, MAC to circulate the accounts, the committee have agreed to pay towards the insurance the PC pay for the Village amenities.
8. Environment: an increase in fly tipping has been noticed, the latest on a bridleway. 
8.1 Flood planning: blocked drain on Boat lane, this is still blocked
8.2 Bridleway between Rose cottage and Cricket pitch path: Phil Newton has asked Tarmac for a donation towards the overall costs, agreed upon and will progress over the next few months.
8.3 Railway Lake: Fencing had been delivered for the compound. Liaison meeting with Steve Day the Scouts representative, Thurgarton PC and Hoveringham PC will be organised.
8.4 Permissive footpath: Tree stumps have been shortened on the path itself, which were raised, but could still cause problems for the unwary at the edge of the path and near a stile.
9 [bookmark: _GoBack]Cemetery and Church yard: cemetery review still ongoing, Church yard maintenance costs were causing Phil Beard (NSDC) some concern, he suggested that NSDC regain control of the Church yard or we agree a schedule of maintenance with himself that reflects the budgetary requirements of NSDC. Matthew Clifford our contractor is to prepare a proposal for the PC to submit to NSDC.
10 Website: the costs to the PC were £65 ongoing costs are not yet known.
11 Queens Birthday weekend: Road closures had been applied for and granted, a committee had been formed and was actively organising the event, risk assessments had been done for the Street party. Pauline Bulpitt is the PC representative on the committee, our Chairman, Mark Clifford, is overseeing the Committees actions. The event was covered under the Public liability section of our insurance subject to it being organised under the auspices of the Parish Council. 
12 Highways: potholes have been patched in the village
13 Tarmac: liaison committee reported that the Drainage board needed outflow management near New Farm, which gave the potential of using the lake for flood water spillage, the water quality is never checked in the lake, which could cause problems if the water is unsatisfactory and diverted to an overflow management scheme.
