
 MINUTES OF THE MEETING OF BORDEN GATE PARISH COUNCIL
MEETING 38 HELD ON 21.07.2021 AT CLAYHANGER W.I. HALL AT 7.30pm

Hazel Ridd the former Clerk who retired after six years at the end of December was presented with a Banbury’s gift card in recognition of her work and support to the council, purchased with contributions from the Councillors/Clerk. 
1. Apologies accepted:  A Brown, S Mundy, J Norton, R Radford
2. Declarations of interest – none. The Chairman reminded Councillors of the need to declare their interests whatever their nature.
3. Minutes of the meeting held 19/05/2021 were unanimously approved and were signed as a true and correct record by the Chairman H Bainbridge.
4. Matters Outstanding
a. Chimney Down S106 – The Chimney Down Working Group held a meeting on the Down. Report attached. While not part of the S106 application, it was unanimously agreed in principle to plant a suitable native tree in recognition of the life and conservation work of the late Duke of Edinburgh. The Working Group assisted by the Clerk will investigate the costs of a tree, plaque, and the necessary protection of the tree from deer and so forth and will come back with a proposal at the September meeting. 
b. BGPC Facebook. The Clerk reported there is now a new Borden Gate Parish Council Facebook page where events, news, police alerts etc will be posted with the hope of informing and engaging with more members of the community.
c. Parish Paths Partnership Scheme – The Council’s agreement to participate in the scheme in 2014 will be reviewed. A brief explanation of the scheme, also known as the P3 scheme, was provided by the Clerk and further information will be circulated to the councillors. The Clerk will contact Devon County for advice on how to implement the scheme effectively. The Clerk has been informed of a problem encountered in using a path in Clayhanger. Councillors were reminded to take care when out on the network particularly when encountering cattle.
