A grit/sand bag mix has been delivered to Norton Village Hall by KCC.
The overflowing drain at the top of Norton Lane has been cleared.  The PC has asked KCC to investigate any broken pipes as this seems to be an ongoing problem.

A large pot hole reported to KCC at the top of Norton Lane has been repaired.

On following up the request to KCC for the absence of the Sittingbourne/Faversham damaged sign to be replaced at Stone crossing which was ordered in May KCC advised that the order had been lost and therefore a new order must again be put forward.

Kim Robertson the Environmental Warden from SBC has suggested that she writes a letter next year that can be distributed to the casual fruit pickers regarding litter discarded within the parish. The P.C. agreed that this would be a good idea although stated that the problem was also from other sources including people discarding litter from car windows.  
Missing and broken cones have been cleared from the old nursery entrance on the A2.

A ditch has been dug inside the old nursery site as a security measure to deter gypsies from accessing the site.  A new padlock has also been placed on the gate.

A pot hole reported to KCC has been repaired.
