1. Public invited to speak on any issues: Subsidance by the stream and railings after telephone exchange.
2. Declarations of interest: None
3. Finance: Cheques requested: SALC £223.68. Re-imburse clerk for website domain £14.39.
4. Insurance Renewal circulated to Cllrs: £167.44 Discussed, Agreed.
5. Environmental Maintenance Grant: review application criteria: Drains blocked from Bockleton Farm up to The Old Lodge. Clerk to report. Cllr Norgrove proposes remain at £700 to be match funded to £1400. Cllr Price seconds: Agreed. Chair to speak to Mark Steele: HMO.
6. Place Plan update: Parish Plan feeds into Place Plans. They are revising them. We are in the Craven Arms and it’s rural hinterland. Look at infrastructure needs/projects. Roads and pavements. Capital projects need identifying in your place plan. This will be open for 12 weeks. Need to refresh status to ‘Open Countryside’ not ‘Cluster’ as identified a few years ago. Infrastructure projects can use CIL funds. 
7. Reports from members: Cllr Motley explains review of Divisional Boundaries. 74 seats currently; requested 75: refused. Corvedale is second largest division in Shropshire already. Proposal to add Cardington. Deadline 10-7-23. Cllr Whiteman reported Mr Clayton had quoted for the verge from the village hall to the first gateway to be stoned: £1170.00 +VAT. Cllr Powell questioned the real benefit; how many extra cars would it be. Cllr Norgrove said the V.Hall are keen to have extra parking. Cllr Powell questioned who would do maintenance of it? Clerk reported CIL balance as £1543.93. Cllr Powell would like written confirmation of land ownership: Cllr Motle to enquire at Shropshire Council. Agreed TBC next meeting. Cllr Vigar reported on SALC meetings; solar farm compensation and road closure signage needing improving. Chair has actioned requests of evidence for blocked footpath and noise nuisance from generator. Chair met with Lewis Cooper a Land drainage Officer at Stoke Church. Recommended dredging the ditch as most suitable. This was completed by Mr Clayton. South Shropshire Area Committee issues with vehicle activated signs: cllr Motley will report back on who is allowed to erect them. Safeguarding children is concerning at the moment and relevant information will be posted on the website. Cllr Fanouraki reported on Brown Clee Medical Practise; Drs wanting to retire and they own the building therefore future plans need to be made.
