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GENERAL ROADS: 

• Devon has 8,500 miles of roads and 426 Parish Councils. 
• To put Devon’s roads back to something reasonable would require about £1.2 billion. 
• The has been the wettest year for 130 years, the system can’t cope and was not 

designed to do so under these conditions. 
• Highways will do their best to catch up with repairs in the summer.
