Frog Lane surface water
Culverts under the road are
running clear but they are at
maximum capacity... More
water is draining down from
the surrounding fields and
streams than the pipes can
take away. Water channels
through the allotments are full
and the ground waterlogged;
not much more to be done
without a spell of dry weather.

Phased coppicing of allotment
Goat Willows to continue for
more diversity of habitat, and
more light to allotments.

Verges adjacent to the
Waterside development are
suffering from the vehicles
that need to be parked;
discussed with contractors,
they will make good when
construction work complete.

New picnic bench for Village
Hall playground with thanks to
Community grant from Ward
Councillors. Conditions wet
but bench installed to meet
time frame for grant funding.

Playground – Bark pit to be
repaired and refilled asap as
the ground dries out; plus
repairs to gates and fencing;
play equipment to be cleaned.

S106 – A small amount of
funding available for new
playground provision. 

LPU Reg 18 Parish Council
response noted – including
Local Green Space application
for Up Nately Green and the

Watercress Beds; application
for a local Gap between
Mapledurwell and the M3.

Housing land supply deemed
by Inspector to be 4.06 years.

Parish Council Biodiversity
Strategy Agreed to formalise
a strategy – see overleaf.

SSSI – Mapledurwell Fen
Surface water runnoff, from
the construction works at the
Egg Yard, a matter of concern
due to the proximity of the
SSSI. To follow up with BDBC.

We are now beginning to see
glimmers of Spring coming through,
even if only in between deluges of
rain! the fields are turning green,
trees are in bud or flowering and birds
are singing. Chiffchaffs in particular
can now be heard with their distinctive
‘chiff-chaff’ song as they flit about in
the tops of trees.

When they get muddled it can
become ‘chaff-chiff’ though!

A pleasant surprise was the rare
appearance of a Siskin at my niger
seed feeder a week or so ago. they
are a small finch, similar in build to a
Goldfinch sharing similar eating habits.
But they are green, yellow and black,
the male in particular being brighter
and more striking than its larger
Greenfinch cousin. 

Siskins are wide roaming and monadic
searching for conifer seeds, and prefer
suitable forest habitats including
conifer, spruce, alder and birch where
they typically nest. i am pleased to
see them once every two or so years.
i remember about five years ago
thinking i hadn’t seen them for a
while, only for them to arrive seconds
later. (i’ve tried that trick since –
needless to say it hasn’t worked!)

Although over a month ago, the red
Kite population in Alan hutton’s two
fields on the east side of Frog Lane
reached 14 at least (very difficult to
keep track of any more as they swoop
around). they are generally carrion
eaters as despite their size they are
not very strong raptors and anything
more than small live rodents are likely
to be too much for them to handle.
they were, however, spending much
time on the ground feasting on worms
and such-like. Now that the field crops
are covering the bare soil, much of
the kite population has moved on.

One notable feature was spotting 10
or so Kites hitching a thermal over the
fields flying ever upwards in a tight
circle, just like a chimney stack, in
what appeared to be just for the joy
of it – a great sight which was evident
on several occasions.

During a brief spell of warm sun
this week, a solitary peacock

butterfly was fluttering around the
allotments, and the caterpillar of a

scarlet tiger moth was sunning
itself, on a piece of weed

suppressant membrane of all things.
This followed a week of seeing

several Brimstone butterflies

hopefully one benefit of a milder
winter will be a strong showing of
butterflies and moths throughout the
year, in addition to other pollinators,
especially bees. Lack of late frosts (so
far – hope i haven’t jinxed!) has
meant fruit tree flowers have held up,
so hopefully a good harvest to follow !

the four young fruit trees planted in
the allotments in the Autumn seemed
to have all survived (damson, Cherry,

Plum and medlar) and are
showing signs of budding. i
will admit to being concerned
as some of the area has been
water-logged for months. So
far so good!

Around the allotments we are
coppicing again (a further half
day to finish for this year).
the resulting withies and
brush is  being cut and
bundled into ‘faggots’ to
create bank-side edging in the
chalk stream. this will help
channel the water flow into a
narrower and deeper, faster-
flowing stream. hopefully this

will keep the water flowing better in
the Summer when the level of rainfall
declines, keeping the chalk clean and
weed free, while encouraging the
other areas to silt up for the wider
benefit of our local flora and fauna.

WhY dO tOAdS

during breeding season frogs and
toads naturally try to migrate back to
the bodies of water where they
spawned so they can mate and lay
eggs. Unfortunately, man-made
structures like roads and fences can
provide difficult obstacles. having
grown into larger adults they may be
unable to slip back through holes in
fences they first came through. An
estimated 20 tonnes of toads are
killed on UK roads every year. 

Frogs are both predators and prey,
which makes them an important part
of the food chain. they provide a vital
source of food for several species, as
well as helping to control populations
of others. they are also considered an
indicator species as they are sensitive
to changes in their environment (both
aquatic and terrestrial) and their
permeable skin makes them
especially vulnerable to pollutants.

monitoring populations of indicator
species can be an important way to
pick up on early warning signs of
environmental changes or damage to
natural habitats and ecosystems.

there are only four native species of
frog in the UK of which two are toads.
toads are a type of frog, with shorter
legs, broader noses and drier (and
bumpier) skin, which allows them to
survive for longer in dry conditions
than most other frogs. toads also
produce bufotoxin via their skin to
defend themselves from predators.

toad populations in the UK have been
steadily declining due to habitat loss,
pollution and climate change. they
are listed as a biodiversity priority
species under the Natural environment
and rural Communities Act (2006).

will consider that...

‘Under the Natural Environment
and Rural Communities Act 2006,
every public body, including Town
and Parish Councils, has a duty to
conserve biodiversity.’

S40 NERC Act 2006: ‘Every public
body must, in exercising its
functions, have regard, so far as is
consistent with the proper exercise
of those functions, to the purpose
of conserving biodiversity’.

The Environment Act 2021
upgraded this requirement to
‘conserve and enhance’.

‘Under the 2021 Environment Act,
public authorities (including town
and parish councils) operating in
England must consider what they
can do to conserve and enhance
biodiversity.’

Government guidance published on
17 May 2023 clarifies that, as a
public authority, town and parish
councils must:

- consider what they can do to
conserve and enhance biodiversity

- agree policies and specific
objectives based on their
consideration

- act to deliver their policies and
achieve their objectives.

From the
benefice
ministry team
i’m often struck
by how there are
some things in life
which we just
have to keep
doing repeatedly.

i know in our household, it’s often the
laundry! We wash our clothes, we dry
them, we fold them, and then after
we’ve worn them, we do it all over
again. Wash, dry, fold – repeat. And
unless you don’t mind walking around
in dirty clothes, it’s a process we have
to keep on doing. Wash, dry, fold –
repeat; wash, dry, fold – repeat.

Among the many things God teaches
us in the Bible, is to consistently
rejoice, pray, give thanks – and repeat.

We find this instruction in Paul’s first
letter to the early Christian church, in
the bustling seaport of thessalonica in
Greece, in about Ad 50. he tells the
Christians there to do this:

‘Rejoice always, pray continually, give
thanks in all circumstances; for this is
God’s will for you in Christ Jesus.’
(1 Thessalonians 5:16-18)

We’re going to be looking at the whole
of this letter (1 Thessalonians) in all
12 churches across our benefice
through the month of April, and as we
get towards the end of the letter we
receive this instruction.

the wonderful truth in this verse is
that as Christians we can rejoice
always, we can give thanks in all
circumstances. Not because we just
always ‘feel happy’ – some times in
our lives we experience terrible
suffering or sadness, and even on a
week-by-week basis things don’t
always go as wonderfully as hoped. 

instead, we can rejoice always
because of what Jesus has done for
us, which is a constant reality.

We’ve just remembered over easter
how he died for us on the cross, that
all our sins might be forgiven as we
turn to him and put our trust in him,
so that we might know freedom in our

lives – perfect freedom from fear and
anxiety and additions and much more. 

But there is more! We also
remembered how he rose again from
the dead, at his resurrection three
days later – conquering death, so that
we might all live through him – not
just now, but for eternity.

Jesus has enabled all this for us – all
we have to do is turn to him, put our
faith in him. And as we then follow
him day-by-day throughout our lives,
we have cause to rejoice always, to
give thanks in all circumstances –
because of what he’s done. 

So let’s do that constantly this April –
rejoice, pray, give thanks – and repeat!
