DRAFT MINUTES OF MEETING 19th MAY 2015 HELD AT THE CARLBECK CENTRE LUNEDALE

Agenda Items:

1. Apologies.	Mary Wilson.

2. Election of Chairman.	Councillor Raine was unanimously reelected as chairman. He signed the Declaration of Acceptance of Office, which was witnessed by the Clerk.

3. The minutes from the meeting held on 2nd February 2015 were approved and signed. Proposed – Councillor Dent, Seconded – Councillor White.

4. Matters Arising.	Councillor Page outlined his research into the provision of a defibrillator at the Carlbeck Centre.  A model has been chosen which is compatible with other types already mounted in Teesdale. He has sourced funding from the Cannon estate, with matching funding from the Steven Mitchell Trust. This funding will provide for purchase and maintenance of the defibrillator. Lunedale Council will provide funding for the installation as agreed at the meeting held on 20th November 2014. The local ambulance service has offered free training to all interested residents when required. Councillor Page will now approach UTASS who will order the defibrillator. Quotes will be sought from local electricians for installation. Proposed – Councillor Raine, Seconded – Councillor Dent.

5. The risks faced by Council were assessed and the only capital expenditure likely to cause risk was the defibrillator costs. Councillor Page assured the council the excess funds available from the 2 donors would cover this.

6. Council completed the Annual Return for the Financial Year ended 31st March 2015.

a. Section 1 – Accounting Statement. Accounts accepted by Council.
b. Section 2 – Annual Governance Statement. Council accepted this.
c. Intermediate Review Questionnaire. Council completed this and acknowledged the requirement for formal minuted risk assessment in future.
7. An Annual Subscription invoice for membership of the CDALC and NALC was submitted for payment. This was approved and a cheque for £10.30 will be forwarded to County Hall. Action – Clerk.

8. Training.

a. The mandated requirement for the Council to have it’s own web site was discussed. It was decided to pursue the option of a free web site provided by Hugo Fox, an approved on-line provider. DCC Executive Officer, Steven Ragg, had sent the information on this along with information on a course to be run by DCC. The DCC course would cost £50 for training with ongoing annual domain costs. It was decide that Councillor Raine would investigate enrolment and setting up of a site using the free Hugo Fox provision. Proposed – Councillor Dent, Seconded – Councillor Page.
b.  DCC have offered a course to explain how the Council Tax Base and Localisation of Council Tax Support are arrived at. Unfortunately Councillors are unable to attend due other commitments.
c. No Councillor present had been able to attend the TAP AGM on 13th May 2015.
