Speed monitoring tubes are down and data will be shared with the Parish Council. PC Dennis is the person to contact for speed enforcement and hopefully the outcome of the survey will support action request
Grass cutting on the mount could be incorporated as part of the Lengthsman scheme.
Drains on School Walk, children are being sprayed on pavement – Cllr Barnfather had asked for inspection after last meeting but will try again.
County Council will be moving to Linby parish along with 805 homes and commercial development. County Hall is an iconic building but not fit for purpose with current working practices.
