Matters Arising

1 Broadband
   We are still chasing both BT / Openreach and Digital Durham to provide a digital service to the village. Digital Durham are optimistic that we shall be included in the next phase.
Openreach have sent a letter from the High Level Complaints department and suggested that we fund the work ourselves.
Alternative is for people to use 4G, but this is intermittent.
Action Nigel Parkes to continue writing to them.

2 Maypole Plaque
No progress has been made on this for 2 years.
We have approximately £1,000 in the reserves that we could spend on it.

3 Maintenance of trees on village Green
As far as we are aware DCC have not checked the trees for 5 years

4 Northumbrian in Bloom
The judges have visited,  we now  just have to wait for the results in September.  The Parish council would like to thank every one in the village that have contributed to this campaign.

5 Offers of help with transport.

We have now have a list of 6 volunteers who will help provide transport to residents without access to a car. This is a “good neighbor scheme”and the Parish Council have stressed that they will help facilitate it but not take responsibility for insurance and the like.

7 Planning Applications
 Shaun Hanson Reviewed the status of the current applications, these are as follows 

· Sunrae cottage, off road parking granted.
· Field adjacent to Moor view second house granted. We are to monitor future development
· Fairways, still to be decided by DCC, 
· Winston Bridge, additional 36 caravans / lodges. Outside the village but we can still comment. Item to be included in next news letter
· Ovington Hall car parking on grass verge. We shall visit the area to discuss actions
· Wycliffe new detached house  Item to be included in next news letter

8 Financial Report
Julie Parkes reviewed the accounts, and confirmed all information sent to the auditors. An independent resident (John Brannon) has checked and signed of the accounts.
Since last meeting 3 payments have been made to Mill Gardens and one to Zurich Insurance. Amount in current account is £913.51 and the saving account remains as previous, £3,746.
We have still not received an invoice from Teesdale village halls regarding the display boards.

9 Telephone Box 
We have been informed that as the phone box has only been used for 1 call in 18 months BT / Openreach may be removing it. They have offered us the box, complete with electric supply for £1. We could use this for the defibrillator. Action we are to ask if they could replace it with a red phone box. Shaun Hanson to investigate.
