


ARDINGTON AND LOCKINGE PARISH COUNCIL
A&L (2020)2
MINUTES of the Meeting of the Parish Council held in the Loyd Lindsay Rooms, High Street, Ardington, OX12 8PS at 7.00 p.m. on Tuesday, 10 March 2020.

1. There were no declarations of interest and no hospitality had been received or offered. 
2. Matters Arising from the Meeting of the Parish Council on Tuesday, 12 November 2019 and approval of the Minutes.  All the actions had been taken. ACTION 2.1 The Clerk to inform Nigel Hutt that the light supplied from 38A East Lockinge was still not working.  The Estate were not permitted access to Ardington Lodge to ensure the power was cut off to allow repair of the cable to the street light near the playground. The guarantee on equipment from Caledonia Play covered only the supply, not delivery and installation.  ACTION 2.2 The Clerk to establish how often Lockinge Estate electrically checks their street lights and whether they have a written policy for street light testing.   ACTION 2.3 The Clerk to write a policy for street light care.  ACTION 2.4 The Clerk to send the PC’s letter of welcome to new residents to Lockinge Estate to be included, if they agree, with their welcome material.  The presence of a street light at a property does not require an RCD to be fitted by the Parish Council.  The street light standards are earthed in the ground and there are trips and fuses in the white boxes outside the properties.  The Estate’s own houses do not have RCDs.  ACTION 2.5 The Clerk to raise with Hannah Wood the flooding in East Lockinge.  .  ACTION 2.6 The Clerk to chase the repair of the bus stop.  Minutes were accepted by Parish Councillors as a true record and signed by the Acting Chair. 
3. Reports. 
[bookmark: _GoBack]County Councillor’s (CC’s) Report. Oxford City’s housing needs were being met by the new housing in Wantage.  Facilities for repairing electrical items would become available.  The cycle race from Bicester would be repeated this year on 9 June but with a different route.  Drayton recycling centre would be closed on 28 and 29 April for cleaning and maintenance. Payment of carers for Alzheimer patients was being considered  If there was a health element in the dementia, the NHS would make a contribution.  The A417 will be closed to traffic for resurfacing from 4 am to 6 pm from Tuesday 14 April to Sunday 19 April 2020 inclusive, such that the junctions at the Ardington Turn and the East Lockinge turn will be closed. The only open junction will be that for West Lockinge.  The diversion route for light traffic travelling east would be via East Ginge and West Hendred.  The CC’s Priority Fund of £1,870 would be available this year for a year.

PCSO’s Report.  There were no incidents in the two villages in the last two months.
Clerk’s Report.  Since the last meeting the fittings in the lantern part of two street lights had been replaced at a total cos of £378 and £30 had been spent on 3 LED bulbs, 2 with light sensors.  VAT (£133) reclaimed on 31 October was eventually paid on 21 January after presenting a submission code by letter to HMRC  Funding by CBPT had been sought for painting 17 light posts and lanterns (£700) and electrical checks on 8 lights (£280).  The previous meeting had agreed that with the CC’s Priority Fund, the PC would spend £660 to cut the playground grass and hedge, £700 to paint the lamp posts and £500, now increased to £515, to pay the Clerk to check the playground each week for the year.  If CBPT paid for the painting, this sum could be devoted to repairing the notice board in Ardington.  ACTION 2.7 The Clerk to request Works Yard to quote to repair the notice board at West Lockinge.  The PC approved the 2 planning applications received.  Calor Gas had £85,000 to fund a nation-wide grant scheme with a chance to win £1,000, £2,500 and £5,000 for community and charitable schemes,  The PC decided not take advantage of this scheme.
The Parish Council did not like the names suggested by Builders Ede for the housing development at Works Yard. It suggested Mason Court, Timber Close and The Yard.  ACTION 2.8 The Clerk (a) was to inform Lockinge Estate of the letter from Sally Worsley and request them to respond to it with their choice of name and (b) establish whether a S106 benefit was available for the village,.
4.     Finance.  	 
Parish Councillors approved payments already made for street light repairs (Daniel Kerr (£189.00 Ex33, for 1 Well Street), (Daniel Kerr (£189.00 Ex34 for 56 Church Street). Also approved at the meeting were payments of the Clerk’s pay and tax for April and May both £228.00 by Standing Order (Ex 7) and both £57.00 tax respectively Ex 7), OALC Subscription (£140.42) Loyd Lindsay Rooms (£190.00) and to the Clerk for half of the Norton Anti-virus protection and Plusnet internet charges and his expenses on LED bulbs and Postage (£40.20).  ACTION 2.9 The Clerk was to make the outstanding payments.  The Clerk’s pay had not been changed for 2020/21.  This would be done at the next meeting when the union had agreed an increase and the CC’s Priority Grant had been received.  ACTION 2.10 The Clerk to apply for this grant.
5. Playground.  The inspection reports were circulated. Simon Scott had replaced two slats on the two-towered slide and awaited dry weather to paint part of the train engine.  The Clerk had removed a child’s cradle swing because the top bar had failed by corrosion.  A new swing had arrived but awaited new rods to allow the use of the existing stainless steel chains to replace the supplied galvanised chains, ACTION 2.11 The Clerk.
6. Broadband.  John Hedgecock’s broadband was below the specification.  Open Reach’s router was at fault: it showed he was receiving 30 Mb/sec but BT’s router showed 10 Mb/sec which was what he experienced.  He is in a post code OX12 8QD where he should be able to uprate to fibre but he cannot.  He was taking the necessary action.
7. Neighbourhood Plan.  When Julian Sayers responds with the policy statement and intentions, it should be considered by the PC and circulated within A&L.
8. Items for Trumpeter and Facebook.  ACTION 2.12 The Clerk to insert the regular notices about the next Parish Council meeting, an item on the April road closure of the A417 and the closure of the Drayton tip.  ACTION 2.13 The Clerk to write a notice about the APM and AMPC for Nicola Hancock to include in her Facebook posting.
9. Date of next meeting. The APM and AMPC 7.00 pm. Tuesday, 12 May, 2020, in Loyd-Lindsay Rooms.  A talk was not planned.
10. Subsequent meetings: at 7.00 pm on Tuesdays in 2020, 14 July, 8 September, and 10 November.
