(a) To receive an update from the Working Group

        Ed Povey advised that the Working Group had met again recently and would be producing a “Wishlist” of possible solutions for speed reduction  , which could include , village gateway , village enhancement options with costings ,including community involvement and that this list would be presented to the Council for consideration at the January meeting. Council discussed budget options and various speed reduction initiatives. The Chair asked that this item be put on the Agenda for discussion at the January meeting.

(b) To consider  a proposal that an application be submitted to the PCC for funding to support the purchase of VAS sign at the North of Aston Munslow.  The Chair outlined the benefits of VAS signs in helping to reduce speed and that this should be seen as a starting point in options to reduce speeding through the Parish. Residents had expressed their concerns on many occasions about speeding and she felt it was important Council tried to act on this matter. The proposal from the Chair was that Munslow PC submit a bid to the PCC to support funding for the purchase of a VAS sign to be sited at the north end of Aston Munslow.  2nd by Anotnia Bury.
