121/15 Neighbourhood Plan
The Clerk advised that the examination will recommence once the consultations end on 24 July.  The Examination report is expected in early August.  Expenses were approved for representatives of EBPC to attend the Section 288 High Court hearing on 5-6 November.

122/15 Sports and Leisure Development
(a) Update – the land agreement still needs to be signed.   A meeting with DWH relating to pitch layout has been held and a follow up meeting is being arranged to agree the layout.  The planning application for the residential side of the development is expected to be heard by BCW Planning Committee in August or September.
