	Sharp objects or hypodermic needles.

	Accidental contact causing lacerations, puncture wounds

	· Operatives look out for sharps etc. whilst walking the verge
· Operatives instructed not to pick up litter by hand, litter tongs or grabs to be used
· If hypodermic needles are discovered they must be marked with a cone, the location recorded & the team leader informed.  Team Leader will initiate the appropriate response for removal
· Hypodermic needles must only be picked up using a grasper.  On no account should they be handled by hand.
· All needles will be put into a sharps box & stored safely on the works vehicle.  They will then be taken back to the depot for disposal.
· Anyone suffering a needle stick injury will be taken immediately to the nearest A&E

	The Council will order a sharps box which will be available on the day.

	Hazard materials such as asbestos, chemicals, dead animals or other unknown substances.

	· Operatives during induction instructed not to touch suspected hazardous materials but to mark the area, inform others and immediatley contact the Team Leader who  will initiate an appropriate response
· Operatives provided with a list of emergency contact names and numbers.
· Means of communication are provided e.g. mobile telephone or radio
· Any injury no matter how small must be reported immediately to the Team Leader
