11. To approve location & design of 2 village signs following successful NCC LIS grant application.
Councillors wished to add “Please drive carefully” to the sign wording approved at the last meeting. Clerk to liaise with Cllr. J.Holtam in order to progress the matter.
12.  General maintenance across the parish matters including update on planned improvements at the Fisherman’s Car Park site and maintenance around the Village Green
Quote dated 1st October was presented for upgrading Fisherman’s Car park area.  Approved a mximum of £250 with a view to requesting contribution of 50% from VIA EM.  Volunteers would be required to assist along with a rotovator.
Resolved to approve up to a maximum of £250.
Village Green – agreed hedge cutting required – contractor to be asked to undertake work.
13. Outcomes of the first fund raising event for a defibrillator in Fiskerton and update on its type and location
 Chairman confirmed recent fund raising event had raised £927 & he had met a representative from HeartBeat.  A further meeting was also arranged for 19th November 2018 7pm ie. prior to Full Council.

Thoughts were along the lines of goal posts/basketball ring/youth shelter; 	landscaped tunnels/hill with a slide down the hill.
	It was noted that since then it had been announced that the playgroup at the Arthur Radford Centre	 would close at end of October due to fall in numbers.
