Minutes for the meeting of Tunstall Parish Council held on
Monday 1 February 2016

Present: Clir L Burgess (Chair), Clir | Davison, Clir L Fincham, ClIr E Senior, ClIr R Sills and
Mrs W Licence (Clerk).

Also present were KCClIr Truelove, SBCllr Samuel and two members of the public.

Public Time

In the absence of ClIr Burgess, ClIr Senior took the Chair and opened the public time.

#1. When are we going to get the brickwork in front of the kerbstones?

Clir Fincham said it was agreed that the railings and kerbstones in front of the school would be
change.

#2. Will Speed Watch focus on the Woodstock Road junction?

Clir Senior said that Speed Watch has Health and Safety at its core for both the volunteers and
drivers and there is nowhere that the team can set up the camera at this junction.

6.50pm Clir Burgess arrived.

Clir Burgess explained the brickwork in front of the kerb stones will be addressed when the
building work has been completed.

KCCIIr Truelove told members that the Boundary Commission has created two divisions,
Sittingbourne North and Sittingbourne South, Faversham will have its own Member.

Clir Burgess took the chair and apologised for his late arrival due to traffic.

1. APOLOGIES

3. MINUTES OF THE PARISH COUNCIL MEETING HELD ON 12 JANUARY 2016

UNANIMOUSLY. CliIr Burgess duly signed the minutes as a true record of the meeting.

4. MATTERS ARISING FROM THE MINUTES
i.  Tree planting at Fulston Manor Playing Field
Clir Fincham reported the trees have been planted.
i. Broad Band Speed
BT says that residents need to contact them if there is a problem with their Broad Band speed.

5. SPEED WATCH

Clir Senior informed Councillors that he has spoken to Bredgar Parish Council about joining
forces for Speed Watch and they are considering this. Clir Senior had attended a training
session at Doddington. The equipment is ready to be delivered and is different to the kit on
which training had been given. The new equipment is light weight with adjustable legs. There
will be a further training session on this equipment which will involve going out on the road. A
team list has been drawn up and there are three people who have not yet been trained.
ACTION: CliIr Burgess to find suitable site opposite the old school for additional Speed Watch
site.

CliIr Sills said access to equipment is a concern as volunteers would not be able to go into hall
for the equipment when an activity is on in the hall.

Consideration needs to be given as to where the equipment, including the jackets, will be stored
and how will this be transferred between the teams.

ACTION: Clerk to check insurance cover for Speed Watch.
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Clir Burgess thanked ClIr Senior for his hard work on Speed Watch.

6. KENT SCIENCE PARK

Clir Burgess informed Members that the Planning Department is still waiting for further details
so the application still has not been validated yet. The site has been sold to an investment
consortium.

mitigation and attenuation, vehicular access point from Swanstree Avenue and associated
ancillary works. (All matters to be reserved with the exception of site access). Revised Scheme
to 14/506248/0UT)

the discussion or vote.

It was PROPOSED by Clir Davison to object to the
application; SECONDED by Clir Sills: AGREED UNANIMOUSLY.

Clir Burgess said there is a problem with the contractors, KCC are meant to check the work.

Clir Burgess reminded Members that the problem of litter had been brought up at the last
meeting. Communities are being encouraged to hold a litter pick for the Queen’s 90" birthday.
Clir Fincham said that where there are no litter bins he has seen drivers throw litter out of car
windows. The problem of litter should be put in the Newsletter every time.

CliIr Sills said that having litter bins is not the end of the problem as people have put bags of
rubbish at the bin at Doves Croft.

Clir Burgess said that, although one litter pick would not solve the problem, it might be
worthwhile having a community litter pick, including members of the school and the church, in
better weather.

Clir Burgess said that the contractors’ lorry drivers have been told not to go through the village.
Clir Sills said the Tunstall Road will be closed for gas works.
