Report on behalf of the Madeline Watson Charity Temple Ewell Allotments Committee for the Annual Parish Meeting, 29 April 2025
The allotments continue to be very popular; currently there is a waiting list of 6 – the waiting list has been similar in numbers over the past year, with only a few plots becoming vacant. Several large plots that have become available have been divided into two to reduce the waiting list. There are currently 40 full plots and 18 half plots rented by 54 different growers. There will be 6 new plot-holders for the coming growing season.
The financial accounts show an increase in funds held as at 31 March 2025 of £177.09 compared to the previous year. The major cost for the year was £708 for water supplies.
Congratulations to our 2023 award winners: Best Kept plots – Ted Wyborn, Avis Upton, Cheryl James & Trevor Barlow. The Best Newcomer award went to Padasht Rashid. It was pleasing to see so many plots being maintained really well which made choosing the award winners very difficult for myself & Cllr.  Mrs Anne Newington!
It is disappointing to learn that several allotment storage huts were broken into a few weeks ago, albeit it is believed that nothing was actually taken.

The AGM saw a request from members in relation to the upper section of the track from London Road leading to the allotments. This section has become increasingly difficult for both vehicles and pedestrians to reach the allotments due to the great number of loose flintstones. It was agreed that Grants would be sought in an attempt to extend the tarmac driveway uip as far as the entrance to the upper section of allotments.
Lastly, a huge thank you to the Allotments Manager, Dominic Castle, Secretary Cheryl James and the Committee, who were re-elected at the AGM in October for all their hard work ensuring that the allotments are kept in a tidy and safe condition.
