2. Declaration of Interests

A gentleman had been approached re this matter & was viewing the Emergency Plan.
4. Minutes of the meeting held 16th October 2017
Minutes of the meeting held 16th October 2017 were approved and signed.
5. Matters arising

6. Reports from District & County Councillors
Cllr Saddington confirmed the following: 
· Bus service 300 – unfortunately due to the short notice to replace the service NCC had not been able to consult with Parishes prior to the new timetable. Agreed to wait to see provisional timetables and NCC to consult with Parishes once new service operational.
· Main Street had been requested as a priority for repairs.
· In New Year there would be a fund set up at NCC for small village projects (similar to previous Building Better Communities Fund (BBC)).
Cllr. R.Blaney confirmed the following
· Following meeting with MP Robert Jenrick & HM Inspector of Railways – it had been agreed lessons to be learnt from the problems encountered this year in relation Fisketon-cum-Morton crossings.  It would appear there were no obligations to report problems & lack of urgency.  A representative would be visiting 28th Nov. 2017. 
· Fiskerton work on the crossings were now completed.
· Equestrian Centre had been in touch re too many cars parking on Occupation Lane which caused problems on exiting the drive.  Police advise was to take photographs and if there was an obvious obstruction then they would be able to follow up & possibly be able to prosecute.
· At the meeting to be held with Network Rail in December a request for additional car parking at the station would be made.
Re planning applications N & S D C were not legally bound to consult with Parishes & targets may not be met if Parishes were offered extensions re deadlines.  If possible Parishes should try to meet deadlines stated on original forms.					   Continued......................
