ELECTION OF CHAIR AND VICE-CHAIR

Following a request for nominations Mr M Jack was unanimously re-elected to serve as Chairperson and Mr I Armstrong was unanimously re-elected to serve as Vice-Chairperson for the ensuing year.

PLANNING SUB-COMMITTEE
It was agreed that the membership of the Planning Sub-Committee should remain unchanged for the ensuing year.
MINUTES of the Meeting held on Tuesday 14 February 2017 were approved as a correct record and duly signed by the Chairperson.  
MATTERS ARISING

(a) Play area – monthly inspections
Weekly Inspection Sheets were issued to the next Members on the rota.

(b) Entrance to school field off A6071 adjacent to the public footpath
In response to the Clerk’s second letter to the school it was reported that the Chairperson had been invited to attend the next meeting of the  school’s Premises Committee.
(c) Grant request to Cumbria County Council (Councillor John Mallinson)
The Clerk reported that the Houghton & Irthington (Carlisle) Community Grants Fund had awarded the Parish Council a grant of £232 for topping up the safety surface in the play area. 
 (d) Trees at the junction of Skitby Road and Kirklinton Road
The Clerk reported that the County Council’s Arboriculturist had carried out an inspection of the trees and concluded that no structural defects or any diseases had been found and that the root spread from them did not pose any risk to adjacent properties. The only action required in the future would be some crown reduction. The trees would be included in the County Council’s work programme.
The Clerk was asked to advise the residents accordingly.

Erection of detached garage/workshop (Part retrospective) at Willow Grove, Smithfield, Carlisle, Cumbria

(b) Application No: 17/0287 (CT & J Wigham)
Erection of 1no. Agricultural Workers Dwelling (Outline) on land adjacent to Hether Mill, Kirklinton, Carlisle.

(c) Application No: 17/0314 (Mr & Mrs irving)
Two storey side extension and single storey rear extensions to provide additional living accommodation, garage, utility and family gym on ground floor with extended bedroom and dressing room above at 2, Alstonby Court, Westlinton, Carlisle.

HALLBURN WIND FARM – COMMUNITY BENEFIT FUND
The Clerk reported that this Fund had been established and would benefit the residents of the five parish councils closest to the wind farm site, including Kirklinton Parish. The fund amounting to £66,000 per annum for the next 25 years would be managed by a company called Grantscape who would take advice from an Advisory Group when considering applications from appropriate organisations. A representative from Kirklinton Parish Council will be a member of the Advisory Group. 

It was agreed that Mike Jack would represent Kirklinton Parish Council. 
HIGHWAY CAMERAS
The Clerk reported that he had been asked to obtain some information from the County Council on the purpose of the highway cameras that had recently appeared on a street light column near Smithfield village.

Councillor John Mallinson had responded by saying that they were installed at the behest of the Police for monitoring traffic re Airport development.
