RECIPE MUST BE FOLLOWED EXACTL

GINGER CAKE 39,
200gms / Sozs  Plain Flour . 1tsp. Bicarbonate of soda.
300gms / 11025 Soft dark brown sugar. 1 tablespoon . Ground ginger.
100gms/ dozs  Butter. 100gms / 3 % ozs Stem Ginger.
2Medium Eggs. ( Finely Chopped ).
100ml / 3fl.ozs  Milk. 3 tablespoon syrup from the above.

Put the dry ingredient in a large bowl.

Beat the eggs Into the milk in a measuring jug.

Melt the butter and sugar in a small saucepan. Chop the stem ginger.

Then combine everything inthe mixing bowl and pour into a lined baking tin.

Bake for approx 1hr at 160 degrees.
