The LLFA understand from the report that the drainage system designed and submitted under condition 17 appears to have been constructed. From the supporting CCTV survey report contained within the report, a number of manholes have not been constructed at junctions/ connection points. 
Whilst not deemed essential for the functionality of the system, the lack of these can make future access more difficult. Before the condition is discharged, we would request confirmation or photographic evidence that the flow control devices have been installed and to the correct design parameters.
