	Reports from County Councillor and District Councillor

With the agreement of the Parish Council this item was considered ahead of the agreed agenda order.

Cllr Fereday welcomed County Councillor Sue. Saddington to the meeting and she reported the following matters to the Council: -

 Issues with Railroad Crossings - Cllr. Saddington said that after several frustrating years of trying to contact Network Rail, she had taken part in a conference call with Joe Cookson, Senior Public Affairs Manager. During the call Cllr. Saddington told
 Mr. Cookson that the local residents had lost confidence in the rail system with frequent incidences of crossing barriers failing resulting in major delays and inconvenience. Mr. Cookson had undertaken to arrange for the barriers at local crossings to be inspected and to report back. Mr Cookson subsequently advised herself and Cllr. Jackson that the crossings at Lowdham, Bleasby, Morton and Fiskerton had been inspected and problems had been identified at Bleasby and at Morton the trespass guard required improvement.  

Cllr. Saddington said she was not satisfied with this response and had advised Mr. Cookson of recent problems with the crossings at Newark Castle which had resulted in the town becoming gridlocked and further inconvenience for residents. She had emphasised the need for reliability of the crossing gates to be improved.  Mr. Cookson asked Cllr. Saddington to contact the Incident Officer about these concerns, she commented that she intended to do so and added that she would also be bringing the matter to the attention of Nottinghamshire County Council (NCC) 

 It was noted that inspections had taken place at the crossings at Rolleston, Staythorpe and Newark Castle on Monday 14th September and a report of the findings was awaited.


 Cllr. Saddington concluded her remarks by advising that she would continue to pursue the matter and to keep the Parish Council Informed. 

Manners Sutton School - Cllr. Saddington informed the meeting that a recommendation to start consultation about the future of Manners Sutton School was on the agenda for consideration at the next meeting of the NCC’s Children and Young Person’s Committee on Monday 21st September. It was noted that there are no pupils at the School. Cllr. Saddington commented that the Parish Council would be formally consulted about the School’s future. Cllr. Bradey enquired if this meant that the previous consultation was re-commencing, Cllr. Saddington replied that this had been considered at the pre-agenda meeting and on Monday this would be decided by the Children and Young Person’s Committee.

Councillors commented that it was a sad situation but the number of children in the villages had fallen and a school with few pupils could not offer the range of curriculum activities and social interactions needed by primary school children.

Email reply from NCC regarding Workmen - Cllr.  Emeny apprised Cllr. Saddington of a complaint which the Parish Council had made to NCC about workmen and the unsatisfactory response received from the NCC. Cllr Saddington said that she would formally raise the complaint and response with NCC.

Cllr. Saddington was thanked for her report and support. She left the meeting at 7.35pm

	Matters arising from the previous meeting not covered in the agenda

Insurance-Standard Operating Procedure (SOP) Booking Form 
The Chairman reiterated that following discussion with Zurich it would only be possible for community events to be covered by the PC’s Public liability insurance if the Council was either organising the event or one councillor was formally involved/ co-opted to the organising committee. Cllr. Phillips Kelly stated that she had investigated the issue of the Standing Operating Procedure (SOP) and had concluded that it would not be necessary to introduce a SOP. She added that if people attending events organised by the Parish Council were bringing their own food that Disclaimer Notices would be required. Cllr. Phillips-Kelly kindly offered to review each event when food was available to provide an appropriate Disclaimer Notice. 

Discussion took place about the need for a crib sheet but it was agreed that this was not necessary.

Consideration was then given to the need to introduce a formal booking form including information about the safe use of the equipment, PAT testing dates and General Data Protection requirements (GDPR) for the loan of Parish Assets, Cllrs. Fereday and Phillips-Kelly agreed to draft a form for consideration at the next meeting.
 

Memorial Plaque/ Long Service Awards – After brief discussion it was agreed that a small, socially distanced ceremony would take place to unveil the memorial plaques on the bench commemorating the work of Cllrs. Thurlby and Justice. It was noted that Mrs. Thurlby, and Mrs Justice would be invited to attend accompanied by Cllrs. Allan, Fereday and Emeny. It was also agreed that Mrs. Justice would be presented with her late husband, Ian’s, Long Service Award.

It was noted that Cllr. Emeny had also completed twenty-five years’ service as a Parish Councillor.

Kelham Bench –The Chairman advised that he had obtained the forms required to obtain permission to install a bench at Kelham and that he would obtain an estimate for providing a bench similar to the one in Averham for consideration at the next meeting. It was agreed that if a bench is provided at Kelham that a memorial plaque should be added marking the work of the late Cllr. Tom Elliott. 

Great British September Clean – The clerk advised that the litter pick in Averham had been arranged to take place on Wednesday 16th September and in Averham and Kelham on Saturday 19th. Residents Mrs. Nicola Walker and Mrs Tracey Carlisle were thanked for their work in leading and organising the litter picks.

	To consider the deteriorating condition of the grounds at Kelham Hall  and implications for public access arising from sale to a new owner - The Chairman introduced this item advising that the Council had previously applied in 1996/7  to have permissive access recognised but had subsequently reached agreement  with  NSDC and NCC  for  a right of access to the Church for pedestrians and vehicles. He reiterated that access to the grounds was at the discretion of the landowner. Cllr. Fereday stated that several residents had sent emails expressing concern about deterioration in the condition of the grounds, specifically the area known as The King’s Walk. It was agreed   that initially the Chairman would raise the concerns of the Parish Councillors and the residents informally with the owner and report back at the next meeting.
