109/19 Planning 
(a) Applications Received:
WP/19/00390/FUL – restrospective application for garage and store – increased height and footprint, addition of door and door/Juliet balcony in north-west elevation, ground and first floor window in south-east elevation, removal of door and velux rooflight and addition of two new windows in north-east elevation, replacement of door with window and addition of two velux rooflights in sout-west elevation – The Bungalow, Brookhill Farm, 14 Main Rd
WP/19/00416/FUL – single storey rear extension and raising the eaves of the previous rear extension with new flat roof and roof lantern – 9 Park St
WP/19/00440/FUL – first floor side extension – 17 Townley Way 
WP/19/00476/FUL – to move the fence line on the side of the property boundary (Titley Bawk Avenue) to bring the driveway into the garden for a different use.  There is already a large driveway to the front of the property that can take in excess of 5 vehicles – 106 Wellingborough Rd.
WP/19/00479/FUL – demolition of existing garage.  Two storey side extension and single storey rear extension – 18 Streeton Way 
WP/19/00505/FUL – replacement windows to the front, side and rear of the property and 1 new door to the rear – 4 West St
WP/19/00506/LBC – Listed Building Consent for replacement windows to the front, side and rear of the property and 1 new door to the rear – 4 West St
WP/19/00511/FUL – new part two storey, part single storey dwelling (following demolition of existing bungalow) – The Bungalow, Brookhill Farm, 6 Main Rd
Following discussion, it was resolved that no comments were required on the applications received.
(b) Planning Appeals Received
APP/H2835/W/19/3234912 – 2 two storey houses with cellars and separate garages to be built on the site of the old stone building/hardstanding to appear as dormer bungalows from the A4500 (WP/19/00254/FUL) – Brookhill Farm, 14 Main Rd
Following discussion, it was resolved that the Clerk reiterate the objections raised by the PC to the application.

110/19 Police/Community Safety
(a) Crime Figures and Report – no report received.  It was noted that the police no longer routinely provide crime figures and the Clerk was asked to respond to a question about this in Barton Today.
(b) Joint Action Group Meeting – 11 September – it was noted that no-one was able to attend.

111/19 Policies
(a) EBPC Financial Regulations – it was resolved to adopt the updated Financial Regulations
(b) EBPC Standing Order – it was resolved to adopt updated Standing Orders to bring them in line with the new Financial Regulations..
(c) EBPC Pension Discretionary Policy – it was resolved to adopt the Pension Discretionary Policy 

112/19 Sports and Leisure Development 
(a) Update on The Grange Sports Field development – the planning application has been submitted and is being verified.  The lease is being worked on and further funding is being looked into.  It was resolved to give the Clerk together with the Sports Development Committee and Project Management Team delegated powers to deal with the tender process.
(b) Update on Pioneer Sports Field – planning permission has been granted and additional funding is being looked into.

113/19 Finance
(a) Insurance – following discussion, it was resolved to take out a 1 year policy with BHIB.
(b) EB Music Grant – following discussion, it was resolved to re-issue the grant returned by EB Music last year.
(c) Allotments – following discussion, it was resolved to accept a quote to remove asbestos from the allotments.
(d) Projects – following discussion, it was resolved a accept quotes to carry out the painting of the bollards and sign in the village centre, the repainting of the posts and railing in the Rec and the removal of the sheds in the Cemetery from the project budget.
(e) Review of Electricity Costs – a quote was received.  Following discussion, it was resolved to seek further quotes.

114/19 Earls Barton Skate Park
It was resolved to suspend Standing Orders for agenda item 114/19 to allow Amanda Blakey to provide an update.  A further consultation event has been held.  It has been established that planning permission will be required.  The Clerk will arrange a pre-application meeting by BCW to finalise what surveys will be required.  It was resolved to delegate powers to the Clerk to deal with the tender process.

115/19 Commonwealth War Grave – Earls Barton Cemetery 
The Clerk advised that there is no cost for the signs.  It was agreed that the Clerk begin the process.

116/19 Public Toilets
It was resolved that the PC support All Saints Church with their project to provide public toilets.

117/19 Talking/Listening Benches
A request was received from Barton Today to provide talking/listening benches around the village.  It was agreed that the Clerk work with Barton Today to establish suitable locations.

118/19 Soap Box Derby
It was noted that the sponsorship received should cover all costs for this year’s Soap Box Derby and it was resolved to authorise all payments under the General Power of Competence for the event.

119/19 2020 Meeting Dates
It was resolved to approve the meeting dates for 2020.

120/19 Clerk’s Job Title
Cllr Morrall proposed that the Clerk’s job title be changed to Clerk to the Council and Executive Officer.  Following discussion, it was resolved that the Clerk’s job title remains the same.  The Clerk will update the PC should any other guidance be received from the Society of Local Council Clerks.

121/19 Highways & Maintenance
(a) Cemetery Garden of Rest – following discussion, it was agreed that changes to the maintenance of the Garden of Rest be referred to the Grounds Maintenance Committee and resolved that Greener Grave Care be asked to deal with all future internments in the Garden of Rest.
(b) Road Closure – High  Street – it was noted that the High Street will be closed on 7 October to allow for the replacement of a manhole cover.
(c) [bookmark: _GoBack]Alley from Dowthorpe End to Sheffield Way – it was agreed that the Clerk consult through the village magazines regarding a request to remove the barriers on the alley.  Lighting will be considered by the Strategic Planning Committee.
(d) Alley from Elizabeth Way to The Wickets – a request to carry out maintenance works on the area was discussed.  It was agreed that, as the land is unregistered, EBPC cannot carry out maintenance work.  Further discussion as to the ownership of the land will be discussed once the Unitary Council’s are in place.
(e) Parking on Harrowick Lane – it was noted that no restrictions to parking are in place and that any taxed car can be parked in Harrowick Lane.  A request for dragons teeth to protect the bank to the Rec will be considered by the Strategic Planning Committee.
 
122/19 NCALC/SLCC/ACRE Correspondence 
(a) Northants CALC AGM – the Clerk will attend and represent EBPC.
(b) NALC Star Council Awards - it was noted that EBPC did not make the shortlist for the awards.

123/19 Borough Council of Wellingborough
(a) Review of Polling Districts, Polling Places and Polling Stations – as there are no changes to Earls Barton’s arrangements, it was agreed that no response to the consultation was required.

124/19 Northamptonshire County Council Correspondence
(a) Winter Service Salting Routes 2019/20 Earls Barton – it was noted that Station Road/Dowthorpe Hill is being downgraded from a precautionary route to an adverse route, meaning that gritting will be carried out should the temperature drop below 0 degrees for a 48 hour period or if adverse weather is forecast.
(b) Earls Barton Library – Heads of Terms are now being drafted between NCC and EBPC for the future management of the Library. It was resolved to appoint solicitors to provide legal advice relating to the lease.
