e Lengthsman Cost 2026/27 - Cllr Barbone advised small increase (approx. £80) from
2025/26 -2026/27 rate will be £1653.75 excl VAT

e Local Government Reorganisation — public consultation has now concluded and final
decision is expected from national government by the end of March.

e Hampshire elections will be going ahead this year. Mayoral elections delayed until
2028.

e The Police & Crime Commissioner is meeting with local MP’s to discuss the
amalgamation of councils and the potential merging of police forces. Cllr Hasselmann
will provide update to future meeting.

e Local plan - discussions ongoing with regard to the finalisation of new housing locations.
TVBC emphasising need to have sustainable applications. Draft 19 will be out for
consultation early summer. Cllr Cleugh reported that he had received an invitation for a
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councillor to join a Working Group that has been set up to discuss the implications of the
local plan specifically in relation to infrastructure and transport if any councillor
interested in volunteering to attend on behalf of the Parish Council.
