Minutes of the Parish Council Meeting held on Tuesday 25th June 2019 at Stoke-upon-Tern Village Hall starting at 7.30 pm.

Parent Governor Stoke on Tern School 
57.19 Welcome and Public Session.

The Chairman welcome members, partners and parishioner to the Parish Council meeting and in doing so invite the RAF to update the meeting. Flight Sergeant Kenny Hewitt informed the members of the some additional aircraft movements at the base for displays and recent shows. Tern Hill will also be closed for a few weeks; many new courses have started and are settling into the run of the base which is requiring some short term accommodation requirements. Members agreed to make direct contact with Wing Commander Jones in terms of the smaller cohorts of trainees now available that can be called upon for community projects across the Parish.
A local Parent Governor from Stoke on Tern School addressed the meeting looking to build a more effective partnership and community links with the Parish Council. Members wanted to encourage stronger links and this could be done through activities with the local community champions based at Heathcote and articles through the newsletter for example. The Governor agreed to attend future meetings. The Chairman thanked both representatives for attending and moved onto the next item of business.

58.19. Apologies for absence. 

PC Alan Ambrose (West Mercia Police), Cllr Mrs L Bearman (holidays) and Cllr P Farmer (family). The apologies were accepted and in doing so the Parish Council agreed a six month leave of absence for Cllr P Farmer because of family illness.
59.19. Disclosures of Personal and Prejudicial Interest: None.
60.19. To approve the minutes of the meeting held on the 8th May 2019.
Cllr K Newby proposed and Cllr R Wright seconded and the minutes were unanimously agreed and signed by the Chairman. 
61.19. Matters arising from the minutes:
1. HGV deliveries to Ollerton Storage: Cllr R Wright has followed up local business about the issue.
2. Warrant Road footpath update: there is a delay in the Probation Service starting footpath clearance.

3. Purchase of M/VAS: this project is delayed until the pole extension works have been resolved with Shropshire Council at the five locations. 

4. A41: still awaiting feedback on traffic counts.

5. Place Plans: The Market Drayton and Surrounding Rural Area Place Plan of infrastructure projects has been drafted and circulated. Members agreed that the Clerk advance the discussions with Shropshire Council with reference to a Community Led Social Housing scheme for older people with associated improvements to the community infrastructure for play and an improved Parish Hall. That Rosehill Road is added to the Place Plan for a survey of residencies and business in terms of road safety improvements.
62.19. Ollerton Pound.
Cllr K Newby agreed to follow up senior management at Shropshire Council as no recent updates have been received in terms of Ollerton Pound.
63.19. Old Tip & Pump House at Wistanswick. 
Cllr R Wright agreed to pursue Severn Trent again in terms of the access gate at the Old Tip to allow better access to the site and to provide a timeframe for clearance works at the Pump House site. These two actions would then facilitate access for the design plans for both sites to be commenced by Cllr K Newby for project cost considerations in future years.
64.19. Newsletter 
Cllr Mrs S Bartram thanked members for the delivery of the recent newsletter. Members also agreed that the Clerk would make contact with the local Parishioner who has raised several emails with reference to the broad band article within the newsletter. 
65.19. Task force update Clive Barracks, Tern Hill.

The final joint Parish Council Master Plan report has been prepared by Urban Vision CIC and circulated to members. This will be forwarded to Shropshire Council as part of the Strategic Sites Consultations exercise for Tern Hill which will get underway during July 2019.
66.19. Neighbourhood Plan update.
The Independent Examiner has confirmed support for the Neighbourhood Plan reported to Shropshire Council in that it meets and takes account of basic conditions. The Independent Examiner therefore recommends to Shropshire Council, that subject to the modifications in the report the Neighbourhood Plan should proceed to Referendum. The Parish Council has been in dialogue with Shropshire Council in terms of the modifications to seek clarification and any initial amendments in terms of evidence and conformity. Shropshire Councils position now is that the scope for changing the examiners recommendations any further is very limited.  Members have viewed the modifications within the final report and have raised a number of questions which revolve around the ‘spirit’ of the original plan and if it has been taken beyond its original intent. The Parish Council agreed that a formal second opinion be secured from Urban Vision CIC in terms of the modifications and the questions before any finial position is taken the results of which are circulated to all interested parties.
67.19. Footpath 9 (0227/9/1) Ollerton Grange to Peplow.
The Parish Council has been contacted about progress with reference to footpath 9 (0227/9/1) Ollerton Grange to Peplow which was logged with Shropshire Council in 2016 for a modification order. Members agreed to seek advice from a third party in terms of a directional application made under 3(2) of schedule 14 of the Wildlife and Countryside Act 1981 to expedite the order.

68.19. Cemetery developments.

Cllr K Newby updated the Parish Council in terms of the additional landscaping at the site already agreed at the last meeting. Members further agreed to the purchase and refurbishment of a notice board for the display of any legal notices, fee schedules and polices that would be required to be displayed at the site. A series of costs and policies would be provided for the future meeting this municipal year.
69.19. Highway Matters.
The Parish Council continues to have a number of outstanding highway concerns across the area for example ‘rumble strips’ within Wistanswick, speed poles at various locations across the Parish, development of biodiversity zones on verges, signage and speed restrictions on the A41. Cllr Mrs S Planton is attending a highways drop in session in July 2019 and will report on any relevant highway policies that would be appropriate to the ongoing concerns. Members further agreed to invite the new highways manager for the area to a future meeting to discuss the ongoing concerns.
70.19. Lottery Project. 
The ‘Community Champions’ Lottery Project has started to harvest the information from the local groups in terms of activity and the next steps are to distribute the financial support available to existing and emerging groups on receipt of updated activity profiles and costing before the end of the calendar year.
71.19. Financial Matters  
1. Community Infrastructure Levy – Expression of Interest (EOI): The Parish Council has been successful in the two EOI forms for Dutton Close play area and a trim trail at the Maurice Chandler Sports and Leisure Centre both in Stoke Heath. The next steps are to complete a number of technical checks with Shropshire Council to allow for the release of the capital resources with a total value of around £35,000 for the two projects.
2. Grants: The Parish Council has been successful in securing a 50/50 match funded Environmental Grant from Shropshire Council for the second year of £750
3. Payments: The payments for approval were tabled and members agreed the amounts for payment set out below. In doing so agreed sign off on each SWALEC direct debit amounts for the supply of electricity for the street lights. The amount for June 2019 is £138.09.
